NOTE:
l.  Assistance to Privately Enrolled Medical Students (APEMS) Scholarships:
APEMS scholarship is a medical scholarship grant funded by the Royal Government of Bhutan. The
grant shall be up to a maximum ceiling of Nu. 300,000. 00 (Ngultrum three hundred thousand) per
student per annum which will be as per the APEMS scholarship entitlement.
2. Placement of undergraduate students to Bangladesh:
The candidates selected for MBBS course in Bangladesh will have to wait until January/February of 2019
due to admission deadlines and requirements set by the institutions and universities in Bangladesh.
3. In-country undergraduate scholarships:
The In-country scholarship at the Royal Thimphu College is funded by the Royal Government of Bhutan
and shall cover actual tuition, accommodation and mess fees and other related college fees as per the fee
structure ol the college. However, any miscellaneous payments including caution deposits or security
deposits will have to be borne by the candidates.
4. LCSCE class X1l graduates of 2017 meeting the minimum eligibility criteria are eligible to apply for

relevant programs (Asts, Humanities, Education & Academics & RTC)
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1. Science Stream:
a. BIO-GROUP- Biological Sciences: Require minimum 60% marks each (Biology, Physics &
Chemistry) and 55% in English with an aggregate of 65%.

b. MATH GROUP: Engineering fields: Require minimum 0% marks each (Math. Physics &
Chemistry) and 55% in English with an aggregate of 65%.

2. For open disciplines: Require minimum of 65% aggregate marks in 4 subjects including Eneglish.

3. In-country RGOB scholarship at Royal Thimphu College: Merit listing will be based on the minimum
eligibility criteria given against each course in the table above.

4. Tie-breaking mechanism: Tie breaking mechanism is used for students scoring equal marks in four core
subjects during the merit listing. Dzongkha shall be used as first tiebreaker followed by total of all
subjects. To break further tie, the selection committee members will review merit certificates during the
selection interview,

If the candidates’ marks fall short of above-mentioned minimum cutoff percentage as specified in the
respective groups, such candidates are not eligible and hence their names would not appear in the
merit-ranking list (shortlist).

3. The following documents must be produced in ORIGINAL during the selection interview, failing
which the candidate shall be disqualified.

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4. Candidate shall be disqualified if any discrepancy is found while cross-checking the documents on
the day of the selection interview. The decision of the Committee shall be final and binding.

3. Once the choice of study in a particular discipline is made during the selection interview, no further
change shall be entertained except on grounds of admission/placement problems.

6. It any candidates withdraw after the selection, the slot will remain vacant and those candidates are
not allowed to participate for any subsequent scholarships announced.

7. The Selection Interview will be held on 28" February and 1 March 2018 at Youth Centre,
Department of Youth and Sports, Thimphu by 9.00am. Shortlisted candidates are required to
assemble by 8.30am in decent attires at the DY'S hall to attend the briefing by the selection interview
panel members,

B, As per the circular issued by the Ministry of Education vide reference No. DAHE/SSSDYOO (24
2017-2018/182 dated September 28, 2017; all students selected for undergraduate scholarships will
have to undergo mandatory drug testing. If the selected candidates are tested positive, the
scholarships shall be cancelled which is in line with the immigration requirement of different
countries, university systems and in support of the national effort 1o control drug use,

9. Any changes in marks after the recheck will have to be notified to the Scholarship Division at least
two days before the selection interview date for incorporating changes in the merit ranking,
